didn't do that. | took longer, fumbling with the
arrangements for almost the whole eleven
months. Last night, | had an insight into why
that was so. My mother and | had a stormy
relationship. We also loved each other very
much. | was not ready to let go of her until |
could make peace with my thoughts about her.
I needed the extra time to remember the great
gifts she gave to me, and to let the harsher
memories dissipate into insignificance. Now |
can, with a clear conscience, say the farewell
that began at her passing.

It is no accident to me that we are in a time
called "the three weeks" in the Jewish Calen-
dar. It's a period of remembering losses, and
of making peace with destruction and disloca-
tion. Two thousand years ago, our City of Je-
rusalem was laid waste, and our Temple was
destroyed. The three weeks were the time it
took the Romans to burn every thing to the
ground and to kill or carry off the rest of our
ancestors into slavery.

My mother saw her own world burn down in
1943 when her parents' were murdered and
she had to bury them. And now, her unveiling
is during the three weeks, It feels "oif Tzelu-
ches", like spite, for GID to have me to pile
one memory of death onto another, but such is
life.

| hope that now, during the oven days of Sum-
mer, | continue to burn off any left over harsh
reflections about a very noble and lovable
neshamah, "Mataleh bas Ben-Tzion V' Frum-
cheh". Her Memory has become a Blessing,
and | wait to be comforted among the Mourn-
ers of Zion and Jerusalem.
