It is part of the
Weekday Service in some congre-
gations, but pretty unknown in oth-
ers. | was in the middle of the
class, | had no time really to dive
into it deeply, so | just whizzed by
it. When | got home | wondered,
"What else am | rushing past and
not explaining?"

| am not making a backhanded
plea to becoming a full time rabbi.
The truth is, | am quite happy to be
at liberty in Sonoma when I'm not
"on duty", to have time to breathe
and to be with Pamela, and to be
able to visit my children and grand-
children in Canada and in the US.
Instead, what I'm saying is, | need
your help in identifying what you
need to know ( from me), in the
"half times" that we have. | invite
you to call, e-mail, or send

me written communications about
what you care about in Jewish
