The Thursday before leaving, | went on an uncustom-
ary, late night computer surf. | Googled up the New
York Times, in search of news about my Toronto
Blue Jays and Denver Nuggets. Instead, | saw a
news headline that caught my eye, about a terrible,
senseless murder of a young coed in Connecticut. |
don't usually stop to read about these kinds of
crimes, but her name, Johanna Justin-Jinich, stopped
me cold. | couldn't believe it. Johanna was my stu-
dent at Sunday School in Fort Collins ten years ago. |
did her Bat Mitzvah, and her sister Leah's. Her dad
was my Primary Care Physician. | was good friends
with her mom, Ingrid, and her grandmother Renate,
who was a Holocaust Survivor from Germany. How
could this happen to Johanna? After my shock sub-
sided, | decided to call her mother the next morning.
still had her old office number, but when | called to
leave a message, the secretary said her supervisor
would not allow it. | asked to speak to him. He told
me the press was phoning constantly, from every-
where, and he just couldn't help me. | identified my-
self as her Rabbi, and he relented a little bit. He said
if she called in, he would pass on my cell phone num-
ber. Then | called an old friend, who had tutored
Johanna for her Bat Mitzvah and she eventually put
me in touch with Ingrid. | offered to visit her and
Leah, since | (quite amazingly) would be in Fort
Collins this week.

Without going into the details, when | got to Fort
Collins, my recording sessions had been mysteri-
ously canceled, so | had no real reason to have
come. Except, | did spend important time with Leah,
counseling her and answering the questions | could.

My mentor and dearest friend Reb Zalman teaches
"tiﬁ%t wherever you are, "See where G!D has deployed
you". That's what | thought of, when | left Fort Collins.
| was deployed there for a reason, but not the one |
had imagined.

| can't answer this for you, but | hope you take a
good look at what | and this Congregation offer
you, and add your part to what it takes for us to be
a real Community of Friends.

Sometimes just before the Torah study group gathers at
our house, | sweep the front walk and driveway. | went
out to do that one Saturday and noticed that unsightly
piles of dead leaves had accumulated beneath the two
bushes at the entrance to our apartment building. |
asked Neal to get the rake from the shed and, leaving
both the main front door open and the door to our apart-
ment, | went to the back of the house to get the dustpan.

When | came back to the front of the house, there was a
strange man in the foyer.

Although | am somewhat cautious by nature, | wasn't
alarmed by his sudden appearance; he seemed gentle.
He was modestly but neatly attired. All of my instincts
said, "He's okay." He was tall and, as Neal says, had
"classic Mayan features.”" He was holding an envelope
on which was written some notes, and asked if we knew
where "Summers McCann" was. We live one door from
Broadway, but if that was a nearby business | didn't rec-
ognize the name. In a soft voice with a lovely accent he
told me that he had lost his wallet earlier in the week and
a woman found it and called him. He was trying to locate
this woman but couldn't find the "yellow house with picket
fence" she described. We saw that he had her phone
number on the envelope so Neal went to retrieve the
phone so the man could call her again.

While Neal was inside, the man and | talked. He ex-
plained that his immigration papers were in his wallet,
that it would cost $300 to replace them, that he had sev-
eral job interviews the following week, and that he really
needed those papers. Neal brought the phone, he called
the woman, and she told him she was further down
Broadway, near the high school. The morning was al-
ready warm. Because we were setting up for our study
session, Neal had had a water bottle in his hand and of-
fered it to the man for his walk down Broadway. With a
heart-melting smile, he gladly accepted the water, then
held out his hand and said, "I'm Hector. I'm so glad for
you two." We introduced ourselves. He thanked us pro-
fusely and went to retrieve his future.

The encounter made me feel happy all day. | was so
grateful that the woman who found Hector's wallet actu-
ally called him, and | was grateful that, because of Torah
study, our front doors were open so Hector could find his
way to assistance. It was all meant to be.
