What is a labyrinth? In its prehistoric forms, labyrinths

may have been used to catch evil spirits;today they are
used to free holy thoughts. A labyrinth is a three dimensional
metaphor of your life journey: entering the labyrinth

of life at birth on the periphery, and proceeding in

a circuitous route toward God/Self/Truth at the center.

While often associated with Christianity, labyrinths are a
universal contemplative practice that can be followed by
anyone.

Why walk a labyrinth? Humans are made to walk. The rhythmic act of putting one foot in front

of the other puts you in a receptive state of mind where fresh insights into your life and how

best to live it are uncovered. Walking a labyrinth specifically adds a dimension of pilgrimage

and sacredness to your walking. You are walking in sacred space toward the center of yourself,
toward that divine core that radiates as the ps
center the more translucent and even transparent that psychophysical you becomes and the

more clearly the light of your divinity shines.

How do | walk the labyrinth? It is important to realize that a labyrinth is not a maze. A maze is a
puzzle to be solved, a labyrinth is a path to b
to the right or t o tlagssthdpath is ctear; allyol nedddaisattench i s ¢ h
to it. Attention, not choice, is the key to walking the labyrinth and reaching the center. Lack of
attention may take you off the path and return
of attention will make it difficult to hear the still small voice of wisdom whispering to you as

you walk. The labyrinth is walked at a comfortable pace, one that allows you to attend to the

placing of your feet that you stay on the path, that keeps you aware of others on the path that

you might make room for them, and that provides you with the interior space to listen to the

wisdom of your divine self as your psycpbysical self surrenders to the joy of simply walking.

In our exploration of the labyrinth with Rabbi Rami we will walk first and talk later, enriching

our own walking of the labyrinth with insights from Judaism and other religions of the world.
