Healthy, Wealthy and Happy  
 

I have recently been "recovering my 
roots" by listening to recordings by the 
Barry Sisters. They were a twosome 
with amazing harmonies. They could 
be achingly beautiful or really jazzy 
and syncopated like the Andrew Sis-
ters. The difference was that the Barry 
Sisters sang in a very down home Pol-
ish Yiddish.  
 

One of their best songs is called "Abi 
Gezint (ken men Glicklich 
zein)",  which translates as "If you are 
Healthy (You can be Lucky)". It has a 
line that says " the air and the sun are 
free for everyone, and they come to 
rich and poor alike". 
 

A very nice sentiment indeed. As I've 
been watching the historic Health Care 
struggle unfold, I understand that the 
Barry Sisters were talking about a sim-
pler time. These days, though the air 
and sun seem free to all, not every one 
agrees that we should be equal in our 
health coverage, so all can be healthy 
enough to enjoy them.  
 

The Jewish People have always been 
at the forefront of creating Medical fa-
cilities for every one to use. How many 
Mount Sinai Hospitals are there in 
America, or Hospitals with names like 
Maimonides, Montifiore or Einstein? 
We are sensitive to health needs be-
cause in our wanderings and persecu-
tions, we didn't ask G!D to necessarily 
heal us in supernatural ways. We 
asked G!D to give us the knowledge to 
heal us and anyone else who needed 
it. So for traditional and cultural rea-
sons, I am glad the struggle ended the 
way it did. 
 

By now you should have received a let-
ter from me letting you know that we 
have made a “Good Faith” offer to con-
tract with Cantor Bella Bogart from Au-
gust 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.  If you 
haven’t received this letter, please con-
tact me immediately.                           
For thirteen years our haimish commu-
nity has persevered, despite rises and 
falls in membership, the comings and 
goings of rabbis and the ups and downs 
in the economy.  At this time in our his-
tory, Shir Shalom and its Board of Direc-
tors have approved a dues increase for 
2010-2011.  
  

The Purpose of the Dues Increase: 
 

•            To rebuild our Endowment 
Fund which 10 years ago was 
$110,000, we predict it will be $45,000 
the end of June 2010. 
  

•            To Create greater Financial 
Security for our future; 
  

•            To Continue to offer Spiritual 
Leadership for our Congregation with 
Cantor Bella Bogart; 
  

•            To Continue to Diversify our 
Offerings in Adult Education, Commu-
nity Events, and Holiday celebrations; 
and, 
  

•            To Continue to see our School 
Flourish in students & quality of pro-
grams. 
  

I am asking that you please take the 
time to read it and return the copy you 
just received of the “Membership Dues/
Donation Form”, as quickly as possible, 
so we can start planning the 2010-2011 
budget and prepare for the Annual 
Membership meeting scheduled for 
June 27th, between 4 pm and 6 pm in 
Burlingame Hall.

An Introduction  
to the Jewish Model of the Four Worlds 

with Richard Lenson 
 

Monday, May 10
th

     
7-9 p.m.         

In the classroom 
 
Jewish mystical literature discusses four worlds 
that we inhabit simultaneously. These are 1. the 
world of Divine emanation, 2. the world of crea-
tion, 3. the world of formation, and 4. the world of 
physical action. In psychological terms these four 
worlds can be considered the worlds of 1. spirit, 2. 
intellect, 3. emotion and 4.  the physical world, 
respectively.  
 
The four worlds model has practical insights into 
how we view and interact with the world. The 
model provides insights into Torah, in the four chil-
dren paradigm told at Pesach, into the process of 
creativity, and into our inertia in making changes 
in our life.  
 
Each world, in the Jewish tradition, has a soul 
connection to God. Some speak of the four souls, 
one for each world. There is discussion of a fifth 
world, with its own soul. This is the soul that is 
referred to when one speaks about the extra soul 
given on Shabbat. We will discuss this fifth world, 
also. 
 
In this one evening class we will discuss the four 
worlds, the four soul points of connection, some 
cross cultural perspectives on these different 
worlds, different ways of connecting to God from 
each world perspective, some psychological in-
sights this model provides, and some practices 
that can help us find our soul connection in each 
world. We will look at Torah and the siddur 
(prayerbook) for examples of this four world 
model. And we will briefly see how the Kabbalistic 
Tree of Life model incorporates this four world 
model.

From Ann Clark Attinsion  

Look at Me, I’m Sandra Dee 
 

As you read this, I’ll be two weeks away from my Sonoma 
State University graduation, the culmination of a degree quest 
which began 40 years ago, when I was 19.  I drove my Chevy 
Malibu to Merritt College, planned to be an X-ray technician, 
fell in love with political science (and the professor) – and 
dropped out a year later to get married.  At Merritt, I was just 
one of the kids, as baby-faced as every other co-ed on cam-
pus. 
 

I returned to school in the 1990s, this time attending Santa 
Rosa Junior College and focusing on communications and 
psychology – much closer to my heart’s desire.  I was in my 
40s, walked to campus, had an uncertain career goal, fell in 
love with mass media studies (and the professor), and com-
pleted my A.A. Degree with Highest Honors in 1996. 
 

Then came another long lapse in my college career until, one 
day in 2006, as a requirement for paralegal Continuing Educa-
tion units, I was listening to a lecture and suddenly a thought 
popped into my head:  “I want to do important work.”  I called 
SSU that very day and enrolled in their B.A. completion pro-
gram.  As I drove onto campus in my little red Saturn, I was 54 
years old, planned to be a therapist, and fell in love again --
with learning and academia. 
 

During my years as a re-entry student, the one question peo-
ple have asked me over and over again is, “How do the young 
students treat you?” and the answer may surprise you:  I go to 
school with 20-year-olds and yet my classmates have always 
considered me one of their own.  We joke together, hang out 
before and after class, commiserate (or rejoice) over grades – 
and not one has ever alluded to my age or made me feel dif-
ferent in any way.  When I left Biology class this morning, my 
young friend Katherine  waved at me as we parted and yelled 
out across the quad, “I’ll e-mail ya over the weekend!” 
 

But here’s the thing: I’ve never given them cause to treat me 
differently, and I fiercely believe that’s the key.  That is, I don’t 
make “old” jokes and I don’t make cracks about my age – not 
ever.  In fact, the only time another student ever mentioned my 
age was this semester; I was sitting in the sunshine talking to 
my friend Valerie, and she said, “I really admire you, and I 
hope I’m like you are when I’m older.” 
 

I’m reminded of the greeting card I once saw which read, “How 
old would you be if you didn’t know how old you were?”   
When we age with dignity, when we refrain from sending “old 
lady joke” emails or pointing out aches, pains or memory is-
sues, a miracle might happen:  we might remain forever 
young.  I don’t care what my face says; in my mind, I’m a cute 
college co-ed -- just like that girl who went to Merritt. As for the 
future, I want to go on to get my master’s in counseling.  Be-
cause if I’m going to age, this is the way I want to do it:  by 
degrees.
